Likely worn alongside several

additional pins, this silver hairpin ends with delicate spray of petite flowers. Created amid the Art Deco boom in major

cities such as Shanghai, Tianjin, and Canton, this elegant pin would have been a trendy addition to traditional and

modern hairstyles alike.
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
